Практична: практикувати учнів в читанні, аудіюванні з опорою на ТЗН; активізувати лексику і лексико-граматичні конструкції по темі, формувати комунікативну культуру;

Освітня: розширити знання учнів про культурні особливості різних народів світу;

Розвивальна: розвивати навички діалогічного та монологічного мовлення; узагальнити граматичний матеріал (вживання Reported Speech); формувати творче і критичне мислення учнів через дискусію і презентацію власної думки.

Виховна: виховувати в учнів почуття пошани до традицій та звичаїв народів світу.

1. Організаційний момент.
(привітання, рапорт чергових, обговорення новин)
– Good morning, dear children, teachers and our guests. I’m glad to see you. How are you? Who is on duty today? Have you got any news? What’s the weather like today?

·    Today we’ll have an unusual English lesson. The topic of our lesson is “Culture Shock”.  At today’s lesson we shall speak about cultural stereotypes of different nationalities, we’ll listen to some texts and discuss the information about customs and traditions in different countries and in Ukraine. We’ll try to do our best to fulfill some grammar exercises based on Reported Speech and Sequence of Tenses.
3. Мозковий штурм (Brain-storming)
– Let’s start by defining what culture is. To do this I allow you to brainstorm freely and give your understanding of this notion. Think of the components that should be included in the notion “culture”.
– So, culture is the total way of life of a group or society, all humans living in groups have cultures but there are no "inferior" or "superior" cultures and cultures are formed to meet human needs.
(Components: customs, traditions, religion, rituals, education, self-development, expectations, behavior, values).

– Thanks a lot for racking your brains and being open to express your ideas and thoughts. But the notion “culture” is closely connected with another notion that is the topic of our lesson today. It is “culture shock”. An English writer G.K. Chesterton once wrote “Modern man is educated to understand foreign languages and misunderstand foreigners”. Could you, please, give your comments on this quotation?
