ВСТУП
Над проблемою розвитку мислення учнів я працюю багато років. Завдяки творчій співпраці з учнями гімназії та педагогічним колективом, мені вдається розвивати мислення учнів впроваджуючи інтеграцію формування мовленевих навичок у процесі навчання англійської мови. Цей процес ґрунтується на вмінні аналізувати, синтезувати, порівнювати, узагальнювати та абстрагувати. Намагання досягти результату викликає задоволення від самого процесу та радість досягнення, що сприяє розвитку інтересу до іноземної мови та підвищенню рівня її опанування. В результаті покращується успішність учнів та їх духовне зростання.

Враховуючи індивідуальні особливості учнів гімназії – розвинутий художній смак, сценічна майстерність, творчий підхід до вирішення проблем, почуття краси та гармонії – вчитель має можливість створити сприятливу атмосферу свідомого оволодіння знаннями з іноземної мови і зробити цей процес цікавим.

Новизна методичних рекомендацій полягає у творчому підході до розвитку мислення учнів у процесі інтеграції формування мовленевих навичок при навчанні англійської мови, що сприяє розвитку особистості, розвиває здібності учнів, створює близькі до реальних умови для оволодіння іноземною мовою, відповідає сучасним завданням школи. 
РОЗДІЛ 1. Integrated skills activities
Learning without thought is labor lost.
Confucius
In real life all language skills are closely interrelated. Quite often one skill cannot be performed without another. We cannot carry a conversation unless we listen to the partner. We seldom write without reading because the process of writing requires checking, revising and redrafting, which cannot be done without reading what we have written over and over. Thus reading and writing, listening and speaking complement each other.

So, complementarity of skills in real life is the good reason to practise integration of skills in teaching as integrated skills approach provides opportunities for the students to use language in the way in which it is used in real life, and enables them to associate written and spoken language with language read and heard.

Integrated skills activities as teaching of language skills of reading, writing, speaking and listening in conjunction with each other. Reading and listening texts can be used as a basis for designing communicative tasks that will encourage students to practise other skills such as speaking or writing.
The collection of helpful ideas provides methodological support. These ideas are:

· there should be a balance between receptive and productive skills (every student will get a chance to participate in some way during a lesson, a variety of activities will help to hold the students’ attention and maintain their interest);

· listening should be looked upon as integral part of total package of learning, sometimes leading to and sometimes emerging from other work;

· there should be both pleasure in learning and joy in language;

· English-as-a-second-language students should be respected as whole people whose native intellectual abilities need to be addressed;

· the idea to play is added to the idea of work in order to appeal to both affective (feeling) and cognitive (thinking) parts of the students’ personality;

· “Build Your Case” approach proves to be the most effective as it combines three important meanings in the plan (1) developing solutions to mysteries in the ideas of the contents, (2) giving support for the users’ ideas and opinions, (3) improving their overall English language abilities;

· integrated skills activities on V. Sukhomlynsky’s tales are actual and helpful both for mastering different aspects of English and formation of high morals increasing socially positive confidence, specific for Ukrainian mentality and our national education as it is extremely important for the English language to help Ukrainians not only to master English but to tell the world about our national peculiarities which we should be proud of and foreigners proved to be greatly interested in.

These practical activities have been used at lessons of English in Kirovograd Regional Education Complex of Aesthetic-Humanitarian Specialization (Gymnasium-Boarding School-School of Art). The selection of ideas and activities are designed for a range of levels and can be adapted for use at different levels. 

In many countries where English is learned as a foreign language, Teachers themselves have come to appreciate the value of developing their students listening skills, not merely so that they can pass examination but also for more general use when they wish to use their English in the outside world.

As listening should be looked upon not as appendage, but as integral part of total package of learning, much listening work follows the pattern of a pre-listening build-up, something interesting to listen to and a purpose for listening work (a while-listening activity) and a post-listening stage. 

So, before listening, students should be “tuned in” so that they know what to expect, both in general and for particular tasks. This kind of preparatory work is generally described as ‘pre-listening work’ or just ‘pre-listening’.

Ideas for pre-listening activities:

· looking at pictures and talking about them;

· looking at a list of items (thoughts) etc.;

· making lists of possibilities (ideas) suggestions etc.;

· reading a text;

· reading a through questions (to be answered while listening);

· labeling;

· completing part of a chart;

· predicting/speculating;

· pre-viewing language;

· informal teacher talk and class discussion.

Pre-listening can consist of reading, writing, speaking or all three. It provides opportunities for listening to be integrated with the other parts of the students’ work.
This kind of integrated skills approach provides opportunities for the students to use language in the way in which it is used in real life and enables them to associate written and spoken language with language read and heard.
The while-listening activities are what students are asked to do during the time that they are listening to the text. As far as listening comprehension (i.e. listening for meaning) is concerned, the purpose of while-listening activities is to help learners develop the skill of eliciting messages from spoken language.

Various published sources offer a selection of ideas for while-listening work. The examples come from materials designed for a range of levels, but the basic idea of each activity can be adapted for use with other texts at other levels.
Post-listening activities embrace all the work related to a particular listening text (whether recorded or spoken by the teacher) which are done after the listening is completed.

Some post-listening activities are extensions of the work done at the pre-listening and while-listening stages and some relate only loosely to the listening text itself.

Post-listening work can take many forms, from listing specific points to writing summaries or even essays.

To make post-listening written work more meaningful, it is sometimes possible to overlap’ it with a while-listening activity. The while-listening task gives a pattern for the activity and then the post-listening part is a kind of extension of that pattern.

Post-listening activities:

· form / chart completion

· extending lists

· sequencing / ‘grading’

· matching with a reading text

· extending notes into written responses

· summarizing

· using information for problem-solving and decision-making activities

· jigsaw listening

· identifying relationship between speakers

· establishing the mood /attitude/ behavior of the speaker

· role-play / simulation

· dictation

It is important to stress that motivation at the post-listening stage is greatly enhanced if the activity has some purpose of its own and is of itself motivating, rather than depending on the intrinsic interest of the text.
РОЗДІЛ 2. Developing listening, thinking and speaking skills based on integrated skill activities

Listening Skill: Repetition or Request for a Repetition
The information that you hear from another person may be something very important, like a name, a time, a price, a telephone number, an address, a direction, or something else. Repeating the information is often a good idea because you then make sure that you have heard it correctly. If you repeat it aloud incorrectly, your conversation partner will almost always give you the correct information again. If you did not hear the information well enough to understand it and repeat it, then requesting that the other person repeat it is a good listening practice.

If you use both repetition and request for a repetition, your conversation partner will know that you have been listening, and better communication will result.

Listening Skill: Anticipating
The listening skill of anticipating is a lot like inferring. It is listening and thinking carefully at the same time, but instead of making a thoughtful conclusion about a completed, indirect message, the listener makes a conclusion about an incomplete message.
Anticipating is an advanced listening skill. You think along with the speaker and help to complete his or her thought. Most of the time you will anticipate silently to yourself and then hear if you have anticipated correctly. In all cases, your mind will not be a blank. You will be active in your listening and prepared to understand and respond – communication will be on a high level.

Listening Skill – Summarizing

Summarizing what you hear, which is expressing the main idea or ideas in your own words, is often a good listening skill to use, especially in conversation. The information may be important, and summarizing is a way to make sure that you heard it correctly. If you summarize incorrectly, your conservation partner will almost always correct you and help you to understand.

Summarizing is also an aid to thinking, especially in a new language, because you focus on the important parts and on the general meaning of what you hear, not on each individual word. It is also an aid because you put the content into your own words in the new language.

Finally, as with the listening skill of repetition or request for a repetition, summarizing in conversation snows the other person that you have been listening, and better communication will result.

Integrated skills activities on V.Sukhomlynsky’s tales 

It a common knowledge that a child easily acquires a great amount of various teaching information in case it is understandable and interesting enough. This principle of easily-understood and arousing interest teaching material should be the main priority while teaching a foreign language. So, the rich experience of the school of Joy of V.Sukhomlynsky can be of great help.

Fairy-tales, role-play, dramatization are inseparable from the life of every child. At the lessons of English, as a foreign language, these activities are teaching exercises which make it possible to repeat again and again the same language pattern – structure and new words in conditions modeling aspect of real communication.

The outlook of children is under great influence of fairy-tales. The world of fairy-tales characters help to mould child’s character, through this world of wonders children began to understand the world of words and ‘feel’ the beauty of the language. Under the great emotional influence created by fairy-tales children began to think by words.

V. Sukhomlynsky taught the children to listen, read, understand and create a fairy-tale. In such a process they began to realize what ‘allegory’ means. They are taught to consider, to imagine, to notice problematic situations and to search the solutions. The pupils are encouraged to find such a way out when the good ideas win over the evil ones.

V. Sukhomlynsky mentioned that without being involved into creating something good a child would never become a real personality.

‘Pavlyski Kazky’ contains a powerful potential for up-bringing and molding high moral qualities of a personality. Their English equivalents can be helpful while teaching different aspect of the English language (listening, reading, speaking and writing). Not long but bright and impressive fairy-tales can serve as teaching texts for listening, reading, and dictations.

One of the main problems of school is to form the motivation for studying. V.Sukhomlynsky thinks that to form and maintain the pupils’ interest in learning is necessary to come through the process of overcoming difficulties while acquiring knowledge. In his book ‘To Children I Gave My Heart’ the teacher-creator V.Sukhomlynsky writes that children have to build up their experience of intellectual work. He says that education is impossible without interest, astonishment, satisfaction, joy and other emotions. Much attention is paid by the teacher to education and upbringing of the young generation in the spirit of high morality and civil duty.

Sukhomlynsky developed in his pupils the ability to use their knowledge in practice. The corner-stone of his pedagogical theory was to wake up in children their individual abilities and talents through observing nature, practicing emotions while studying.

Discussing the theme of nature, spring, taking care of wildlife and nature, a teacher introduces the beginning of a wonderful fairy-tale ‘The Crocus’

‘The sun woke up the forest. It melted the snow from the tops of the pine-trees. The hot drops fell on the snow. They made holes in the snow and dry (foliage) leaves…’.

The children are given the task: ‘Finish the tale’.

If teacher reads some more lines of this fairy-tale:

…’Green arrows appeared wherever they feel. And there bloomed the blue bells. They …’ the task may be different and even more interesting:

‘Imagine that you are one of these ‘blue bells’. Tell us what you see around you in the spring woods. What are you feelings?’

So, this is a game, creating a fairy-tale! The children – ‘blue bells’ play with joy, they tell how happy they are to be born in a wonderful spring wood, describe the nature reawakening from winter sleep. The pupils are neither passive nor indifferent.

Isn’t it the most effective way of integrated skills activities combined with upbringing and formation of humane feelings of love, care, consideration and nature admiring which are so specific for national Ukrainian mentality?

This fairy-tale can be read to the end:

“And there bloomed the blue bells. They looked at the snow with surprise and asked: ‘Did we wake up too early?’

- ‘No, you are not early; you are right on time’, sang the birds. And spring began!”

In conclusion the pupils’ task is:

Role-play the dialogue between the blue bells and the birds.

V. Sukhomlynsky proves that if a child’s thoughts and feelings are combined while learning new material such experience will become the own belief for each pupil and will last forever.

Philosophical tales of V.Sukhomlynsky can be used for organizing discussions. The pupils can be given the task – make up a story-reflection:

‘What is the most important thing in Life?

The teacher’s intention is to encourage the pupils to express their own thoughts, to create original ideas (I think…, As for me…, I don’t know exactly, but I think...) while presenting their projects the pupils use their arguments, try to prove their point of view using the expressions:

‘I agree because…’, ‘I disagree because…’, ‘And what about you?’.

In conclusion the original tale of V.Sukhomlynsky is produced for the pupils. The tasks can be:

Listen. Find in the text. Agree or disagree. Prove that… Role-play the tale.

A group of tales can be helpful while working on the topic ‘Professions’ (‘At Aunt Dasha’s Farm’, ‘Uncle Kuzma’). (Supplement O)

It can be useful to evaluate the behaviour of the characters.

These integrated skills activities on Sukhomlynsky’s tales are proved to be helpful both for mastering different aspects of the language and formation of high moral of pupils’ personalities. So, the unity of educational and upbringing processes promotes harmony in pupils’ development and increase socially positive confidence while learning English.

To develop listening, thinking and speaking skills, to create and prove own standpoints by all pupils – this is the main goal of all teachers, and as for teachers of English they strive for the same but in English, as they do not want the humdrum and seek the dynamic.
